Equipment 
Non-programmable calculators are permitted. Cell phones and other hand held computing or communication devices are not allowed unless they are required for accessibility reasons (see Accessibility and Accommodations below). 

Communications 
During the competition, team members may only communicate with the competition organizers (and with one another during Part A). Communication with anyone outside the competition will only be permitted under exceptional circumstances with the approval of the organizers.

Accessibility and Accommodations
Every effort will be made to ensure that all eligible students can compete comfortably and without disadvantage. If there any special equipment requirements (input devices, translators, etc.) that the rules would normally prohibit, please contact the organizers prior to the day of the competition to discuss arrangements for your accommodations. 

Scoring

· For each course in a grade level, the three teams with the highest overall score (Part A score + Part B scores) will receive an award.
· In the event of a tie in overall scores, teams will be ranked based on their Part A scores.
· The participant with the highest individual score in Part B for each course will receive an award for the best individual score.
